Forbes-Hewlett Transport is pleased to announce that effective March 1, 2007, we have begun using the new Automated
Commercial Environment (ACE) electronic manifest program on all shipments going to the United States. We have invested in
our own computer technology and systems that allows us to be ACE compliant. We also operate with Customs-Trade Partnership
Against Terrorism (C-TPAT) and Free And Secure Trade (FAST) certification. These programs will ultimately be merged into ACE.
Forbes-Hewlett is committed to these initiatives which will improve transit times and cross-border security.

What is ACE?

ACE is part of the U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP)'s multi-year modernization initiative aimed at facilitating legitimate
trade while strengthening border security. A key function of ACE is to arm CBP personnel with the tools and information they
need to decide, before a shipment reaches the border, what should be targeted because it is high risk, and what should be
expedited because it complies with U.S. laws.

How Does ACE Work?

Under the current system, carriers must present a paper manifest to CBP before a shipment can enter the United States. With the
new ACE program, the carrier must submit the manifest electronically for CBP to review before the truck's arrival at the border
crossing. This is known as an e-manifest. Filing manifest electronically can be accomplished either by Electronic Data Interchange
(EDI) or via the Internet by using the ACE Secure Data Portal.

As a truck approaches the primary booth, ACE is used to retrieve e-manifest details for the CBP officer to review. If the truck is
equipped with a CBP-approved electronic transponder, ACE will automatically retrieve e-manifest details along with matching
pre-filed entries or in-bond requests. If a truck does not have a transponder, the officer uses the vehicle license plate or trip to
retrieve the e-manifest.

What are the Benefits of ACE and E-Manifest?
Access to advance shipment data enables CBP officers to prescreen trucks and shipments, freeing up time to inspect suspicious
cargo without delaying the border crossings of legitimate carriers.

Automating the process also allows information to be integrated electronically with CBP systems to provide better cargo
screening. This helps ensure the border crossing is smooth, safe, and as efficient as possible.

When will ACE become Mandatory?
It is expected that ACE will become mandatory at all U.S. border crossings before the end of 2007. Forbes-Hewlett is ahead of the

process which gives us the advantage being more experienced and enabling us to move your freight with fewer delays.

What Do You Need to Know to Avoid Delays on Export Shipments to the U.S.?

e  Provide ACCURATE and COMPLETE paperwork. Incomplete paperwork or blank fields on forms such as missing Federal ID
numbers will cause delays. The carrier must have all the pertinent shipment details in order to process your order and submit
an ACE e-manifest.

e Ensure that the shipment details and quantities found on the bill of lading and customs paperwork such as piece count,
number of skids, weight etc. are accurate and match what will actually be shipped on the trailer. Again, any discrepancies
may lead to delays.

e The U.S. customs broker you are using must be committed to the new ACE processes. Your customs broker needs to have
systems in place to also electronically report information to Customs in a timely manner.
